General Information

The goal of the Zonta International Young Women in Public Affairs (YWPA) Program is to encourage more young women to participate in public affairs by recognizing a commitment to the volunteer sector, evidence of volunteer leadership achievements and a dedication to the advancement of the status of women.
In order for more women to be represented in key decision making positions worldwide, we must encourage young women to pursue careers, or seek leadership positions in public making, government and volunteer organisations and further their education with these aims in view.

Public affairs refer to all aspects of community life where decisions have to be made about issues which relate to and affect those communities in which they work and live.
The Awards

Zonta Club of Perth Northern Suburbs’ winner receives A$1,000 and is entered for the District 23 award.

District recipients receive US$1,000.  Five International recipients are selected from the District recipients to receive awards of US$3,000 each.  District and International awards are funded by the Zonta International Foundation.
Who is Eligible?

Applicants must be pre-university or pre-college students (age 16-19) living or studying in a Zonta district at the time of application and demonstrate evidence of:

· active commitment to volunteerism;
· experience in local or student government;

· volunteer leadership achievements;

· knowledge of Zonta International and its programs;
· advocating in Zonta International’s mission of advancing the status of women worldwide.

Application Requirements

· Completion of the official application using this form downloaded from website www.zontaperthpns.org.au
· Verification of current enrolment by school official
· Two confidential recommendations from adults, not related to the applicant, such as teachers, school officials or community leaders.
All application materials must be received by the Zonta Club of Perth Northern Suburbs Inc by Tuesday 17 May, 2011.  (Hand-written applications are not acceptable)
Supporting documentation not requested will not be considered.  All applications and supporting information become the property of Zonta International.  Zonta International has final authority over any aspect of the Awards.

Application process

The Zonta Club of Perth Northern Suburbs selects one application to send to Zonta International’s District 23 Governor.  A District Evaluating Committee selects one applicant per District to submit to Zonta International Headquarters.  The Zonta International YWPA committee recommends five international recipients from the District applications to the Zonta International Board.  After approval by the Zonta International Board, the Zonta International Foundation provides awards and certificates to the District and International recipients.
